Seventh and eighth grade science consists of a full year study of Life Science.  Life Science focuses on the diversity of life on this planet as we study living things from the microscopic to the macroscopic.  This course is designed to involve students through a variety of learning techniques that emphasize inquiry, project-based learning, and using technology. Part of our curriculum includes a project we developed with math teachers as part of a 2007-08 HP Technology for Teaching grant.  By participating in a variety of activities that require them to observe, experiment, communicate, and manipulated science equipment and materials students learn to solve problems, make decisions, and function as productive and responsible global citizens.
 
Life Science is a “hands-on” science course.  Labs will be performed throughout the year.  Lab work will be calculated into the grade of each student.
