Self-Assessment Rubric

To justify an A-, A, or A+
The student

1. Has not been absent for more than one to three days.

2. Was with the group for almost the whole time (it is okay if you were either helping another group or were seeking help from another group as long as you told your group where you were going and why and you didn’t socialize for more than three to five minutes).

3. Learned ALL the content that was being studied and can discuss it at length.

To justify a B-, B, or B+ 
The student

1. Has not been absent for more than four to six days.

2. Was with the group for most of the time but often visited with friends in other groups.

3. Learned most of the content that was being studied and can discuss it with errors and help.

To justify a C-, C, or C+
The student

1. Has been absent for more than six days.

2. Was away from the group very frequently, or a few times each day.  (The teacher had to find you or redirect you back to your group or point out that you were off-task on more than one occasion.)

3. Learned very little of the content that was being studied and cannot discuss it well.

D or F means:
The student

1. Was absent most of the time or really did not do much.  It is very difficult to get a D or an F the way Mr. González grades. 

(a) This does not include students who are new to the district or school; they start with a clean slate.
