Twanoh State Park is a 182-acre marine, camping park with 3,167 feet of saltwater shoreline on Hood Canal.  “Twanoh" is a Twana word for "gathering place."  The park is situated on one of the warmest saltwater beaches in the state. This is because Hood Canal is one of the warmest saltwater bodies in Puget Sound.





Twanoh is located on the south shore of Hood Canal, eight miles west of Belfair, Wash.���From Bremerton:�Take Hwy. 3 southwest to Belfair, and go west on Hwy. 106 eight miles to the park.��From Hwy. 101:�Drive east on Hwy. 106 for 12 miles to the park.
