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Guidelines for Scientific Drawings

1.  Use a sharp No. 2 pencil.
2.  The size of the drawing should be as large as you can draw the object to include labels and titles.

3.  The title of the object should be on the top line or just above the object and in all capital letters.

4.  The lines used for labeling should point right at the object or part you are naming.

5.  Use a ruler to draw the pointing line and a second line for the name.

6.  Labels should be outside the object and parallel to the bottom of the page (not written sideways or at an angle).

7.  The title and labels should be printed only. (no cursive or longhand)

8.  There should be no noticeable erasure marks or smudges.

9.  Insure your drawing is detailed.

10. You may carefully color your drawing if this helps with audience understanding.
